Code

Figures

Figures are added in the usual way. You should style them using the .Figure style. Remember to provide the corresponding graphic files separate from the article. Figures require a caption like the following:

This is a figure caption
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Tables

Tables are inserted in the usual way, using the Word table designer. Please don’t insert listings in tables. It’s desirable to add a caption before the table, using the .Table Caption style:

Notes are inserted using the .Sidebar style, like so:
